From Your President

I had a marvelous time going to Apimondia. Before the
actual conference | visited friends in New Zealand. They taped a
T.V. program on Manuka Honey so | could see it. | learned a lot
about what is called the “Unique Manuka Factor” watching this
program. Later my friends arranged for a tour of Arataki Honey
Company, the biggest honey company in New Zealand and the
second largest one in the southern hemisphere. The owner, lan
Barry, took time out of his busy schedule to personally show my
friends and me around behind the scenes. Then the director of
the showroom showed us around that area which is a
combination educational center and gift shop. She had some
great ideas. One thing they had was a miniature bee suit children
could put on and pretend to be beekeepers. They had five
observation hives in the wall and a free standing one in the room.
They also had a great simple video explaining the bees’ life.

After my friend and | left New Zealand, we went on a
pre-conference tour of Tasmania. Ellen McKnight, another SCBA
member was also on the tour. It was a nice balance of sight
seeing and visiting two beekeeping sites. Our first one was the
Tasmanian Honey Company run by Julian. His specialty honey is
leatherwood, which is found only in Tasmania. Julian is very
knowledgeable about Tasmanian plant life. He joined us later on
Sarah Island and showed us the various plants. Then we met
another beekeeper that is trying to preserve the genetics of the
English black bees, Apis mellifera mellifera, which were the first
bees brought to Australia and the United States. These bees
have been replaced mostly by ltalian bees.

The conference itself was exciting. | went to several
different talks given by people from many different countries. One
I really liked was given by Dr. Tjeerd Blacquiere from the
Netherlands. It was on the diagnosis and control of American
Foulbrood disease of honey bees in the Netherlands. What they
did to control AFB was train a number of beekeepers as
inspectors and had them inspect fellow beekeepers. Their
government can no longer afford to have inspectors so turning it
over to beekeepers was a great solution. They give certificates to
the apiaries that are clean of AFB and go back and check four
weeks later. | listened to several talks on managing hives that
have been infected. Most speakers approved of the shook swarm
method to keep it under control.

On the last day of the conference there was a round
table discussion about the causes of Colony Collapse Disorder.
There is still no one specific cause agreed on. The Israeli Acute
Paralysis Disorder vectored by the mites is highly suspicious. The

Australians did not appreciate one theory that it had
come to the USA via the bees shipped to the almond
growers.

After the conference there was a technical tour
up north of Melbourne. We got to visit one more honey
operation. This one had just purchased some nice new
equipment. They sold all their honey to Capliano Honey
Company. We watched one man soak newly made bee
boxes in boiling paraffin and then immediately paint
them. He told us they would last for years with this
treatment.

Ellen and | hope to have our photos put
together in a power point presentation for the October or
November meeting. With my pumpkin patch demanding
a lot of my time, it may not happen until the November
one. We will see.

Sept. 10, 2007 General Meeting Minutes
Taken by Sean Straw
Board Members Present: Sean Straw, First VP, meeting
chair in absence of Ettamarie Peterson, who is at
Apimondia, Michael Johnson, Second VP, Donna
Nelson, Treasurer
Q&A:

A query was made about using preying mantis'
for pest control in a non-pesticide apple orchard, but
having concerns about the mantis' and bees. Sean
Straw’s response was that at best, it might be possible
to introduce the mantises during the non-blooming
season (say, well in advance of the blooms, or
afterwards), so that they're less likely to be interacting
with the bees -- but this presumes that the mantises
don't survive the year. Steve Johnston
(sfsjpbc@comcast.net) said he had information on
planting gardens for insect control - basically, enticing
other predators to the area to eat the plant pests.

Steve also made a recommendation about
including information with the extractors about the use of
citrus based cleaners to thoroughly clean up after use,
so the next person doesn't have to clean up several
sessions worth of gunk. Sean pointed out that while a
good idea, we should specify certain cleaners ONLY,
since "citrus based" could easily transform into any
number of non-food safe spray cleaners, which happen
to advertise citrus as being in them.




There was a question about water: sugar ratios for
feeding. 2:1 for a nectar like consistency, for encouraging wax
building in a young hive, and 1:1 for winter-feeding. Glenn asked
about viability of feeding a honey+water mix (he gave an
example of dark honey he wasn't going to sell).
Sanitation/disease issues across hives were noted, but he held
the position that you would assume you know your honey isn't
diseased in any way, would it be okay. There wasn't a
consensus.

Just before the meeting, Ray Peterson called about some
notice he got about AB771 (seedless mandarin no-fly zone for
bees). Sean printed it out and brought a copy for review by
members, mentioning it at the meeting that from the prior version,
it looked like they'd only stricken some paragraphs from the end
about the urgency and secretary of agriculture decisions, etc.

There was a question about the best time to move hives
across a yard. A discussion of "2 feet or 2 miles" ensued (along
with "3 miles", and "2 feet if forward or back, but only 1 foot if to
the side, more if you place a unique marker board in front of the
hive"). There was mention that Serge had moved some bees
offsite and back to his property after two weeks, and the bees
returned to the prior location of the hive box, so he was
suggesting offsite for THREE weeks (but this wasn't a direct
suggestion by Serge, as he wasn't present at the meeting). Sean
Straw pointed out that in theory, if you could leave them in place
until winter, that it should be possible to move them across a yard
during that period where they're not flying for days on end,
assuming you have a good run of poor bee weather.

Turnout was low - less than 2/3 usual, and probably closer
to 1/2 capacity. A lackluster topic, the newsletter distribution
issue, Serge’s' class, and politics may have all contributed.

Sean raised the question about dual membership rates
that was mentioned on the sonomabees discussion list, indicating
it's not really feasible - the newsletter needs writing, and if a
bunch of people opted out just to save money on the
membership, the newsletter would still need to be written, and
there's a few issues that need to be distributed to the full
membership anyway (ballot and swarm list).

The issues with swarm pricing some members charge,
and the disputes about them on the sonomabees discussion list
were also raised. Perhaps nobody wants to voice disagreement,
but everyone present seemed happy with how the swarm list is
set up, and doesn't like the idea that some people have put forth
that the prices should be set (never mind the various issues with
doing that).

The thought was bounced around about limiting
participation in the swarm list to beekeepers only. Sean indicated
that it currently requires membership in the association, and
there's no firm way for us to really confirm who is and isn't a
beekeeper - BUT that requiring all participants to agree (via say,
a form they sign) that they'll abide by some set standards of
swarm handling and bee treatment may be an option. We'll need
to work on some wording over the next couple of months. We
need to attend to this BEFORE the 2008 swarm list.

Glen Murphy pointed out that online entries for the
Harvest Fair were still possible through the 21st of this month.
[Sean confirmed this online, and posted to the sonomabees list
after the meeting.]

Glen also brought three packages of three 2# honey bears

each for the raffle.

After pointing out that the County Ag office
doesn't do apiary inspections, and even IF state funds
were there would be unlikely to inspect the hobbiest
apiaries, Sean suggested that perhaps, if members
were open to the idea, we could look into finding
appropriate members within the organization which
would do hive inspections - more than as a mentor, but
as a fee based service. This would be a fee charged to
the recipient of the services, not an added membership
fee.

Later in the meeting, Scott Nelson mentioned
that he's got a couple of guys from Russia working for
him who have some credentials in this area, but | did not
note the specifics of their qualifications.

Suggested future association direction and topics
were solicited. Fred Nelson suggested a TWO PART
meeting presentation (i.e. spread across two
consecutive months) on queen rearing, with hands-on.
Glen was keen on mead - but a workshop would be fine,
not necessarily a meeting presentation. Nothing else
came up.

On the topic of the potluck dinner, it was
suggested that perhaps Angelo could prepare
something as he did two years ago. An informal poll
was taken of how many members would support the
association spending $200-300 for him to cater
something _in_addition_to_ the usual participation of the
members - of the members present, there was about
75% support for this. Something to consider - and it
could be offset by increased attendance for the Silent
Auction.

Harley brought a couple of Boysenberry plants
for the plant table.

April Lance brought some handouts about bees
from the Master Gardeners.

There was a brief discussion about Top Bar
hives (Sean mentioned this as one of the topics he had
wanted to get a presenter for this year, but was unable
to find someone who was actually an expert in it) - Timer
was there, and the Wallensteins were as well, both of
whom have some experience with TBH. Before the
meeting, there was an exchange with a member who
had mentioned she was interested in getting into a top
bar, thinking it might be easier to work. Timmer
indicated that they require a lot of extra maintenance to
keep from getting glued up by the bees.

Sean volunteered that members could contact
him to make arrangements for doing some assembly
projects in his barn over the winter, mostly on weekends
and the like. There is also the possibility of building a
few top bar hives as a workshop.

Two new members (well, one couple who'd been
to a few meetings already and one new chap who got
into it for a garden) were at the meeting.

There was a brief discussion about issues
surrounding a dispute between some members.

Label and packaging requirements were briefly
covered, but not in any real depth due to the amount of



time spent on other meeting topics.

September 17, 2007 Board Meeting

Meeting was held in a pizza place in Petaluma.
Attending were Pres. Ettamarie Peterson, 1 VP Sean Straw, and
2" VP Michael Johnson.

Sean Straw reported that no one raised issues about
changing the meeting place so there will be no permanent move
at this time. The item can be place on the ballot along with the
officers if someone makes the motion and someone seconds it at
the next meeting. November will be the meeting to nominate
officers for the 2008 year. Some suggestions for nominations
were mentioned. (So far none of them have be able to accept for
this year.)

The November Pot-luck dinner meeting place was
discussed. It was suggested we have it at the 4-H center in
Rohnert Park where we will be able to use their kitchen and
tables and chairs. Ettamarie was assigned to look into that. (I
have done so and it is available.) It was agreed that we can hire
Angelo Ibleto to make some tri-tips to supplement all the other
wonderful dishes people will bring. We will need a fairly accurate
head count for this event! An RSVP will be requested.

The changes to swarm list participation requirements
were discussed. We are trying to decide the best way to make
sure all swarm catchers handle bees in accordance with
accepted beekeeping practice and not mistreat the bees. This
issue came up as a result of a complaint registered against a
member on this year’s list. Nothing was decided except that it
needs to be talked about before next year’s list is established. As
part of this the board also decided that if a person has not paid
the 2008 dues by Feb. 1%, that person is not a member and will
not be on the published swarm list.

October will be honey tasting night and November will
be the annual potluck. December will be election and gadget
night.

Mike Johnson reported he is still looking for beekeepers
to work at the Harvest Fair and to sell their honey there. He had
no honey sellers at the time of the officers’ meeting.

No financial report was presented, as the treasurer was
not able to make the meeting.

My October Beekeeping To-Do List
By Serge Labesque®© 2007

October: The length of the days is getting noticeably
shorter every day. The weather is becoming unstable, and few
plants appear to be blooming in spite of the timid regreening of
the hills due to the first rains. It may feel that the beekeeping
season is over, but as a matter of fact, as we are preparing our
hives for winter during this month, we are setting the foundation
for next year. Whatever we do or do not do for our bees in
October will have long-term consequences, some of these
irreversible.

What can we do for our bees? To begin, we need to
refrain from over-harvesting honey. Any decent-size colony
should be left with a minimum of thirty pounds of honey,
preferably forty, at the end of the month. This amount may be

adjusted by taking into consideration the location of the
apiary, and the winter brood-carrying behavior of our
bees. Leaving more honey than this in a hive is
unnecessary and is actually likely to be more
detrimental to the colony than helpful. If the bees do not
have enough stores, we obviously have to compensate
for this deficiency. In addition to honey, there should
also be the equivalent of two frames of pollen in the
store chamber of each hive.

Moreover, the future development of the colony
is highly dependent on how the brood and store
chambers are configured by the end of the first week of
November. Over the years, | have come to favor a
vertical arrangement of the hives over the squat single-
story hive configuration. The brood nest is centered in
the lower part of the hive, between a couple of frames of
mixed stores (mostly honey) and follower boards. By
the end of October, this brood chamber should hold a
shrinking nest, which is recognizable by a relatively
small area of open brood when compared to the amount
of sealed brood. The store chamber is above the brood
chamber.

Having secured a nice crowd of well-fed winter
bees during this month, we need to make sure that they
will have access to the supplies they will need two to
four months from now in order to take care of the new
generation of bees. This is assured by properly
stocking and organizing the stores: Between follower
boards, | like to place sealed honey in sufficient quantity,
then glazed-over pollen closer to the middle of the store
chamber, and finally some combs with empty cells in its
very center. Better yet are a couple of frames of mixed
contents in the center part of the store chamber. These
carry pollen, honey and lots of empty cells.

The core of the store chamber is arguably one
of the keys to the successful wintering of hives. This is
because, as the clustered bees gradually move up into
the store chamber, in January and early February, they
will be using the empty cells to form their cluster, and to
expand the brood nest. The pollen, being readily
accessible, will provide nutriments to the nurse bees
and for the older larvae. From the honey that will also
be very close, at each side of this growing brood nest,
the bees will draw the energy that is necessary to
maintain the 93°F temperature required to incubate the
brood. All of this is to be anticipated in October.

The equipment that houses the colonies should
be in good shape, providing protection from rain and
wind, predators and mice. Ventilation is a must to
eliminate excessive amounts of moisture and carbon
dioxide. Don’t worry about the cold: If the brood and
store chambers are properly configured and stocked in
October, the bees will handle it successfully.

October in the apiaries:




- Hive inspections to evaluate the colonies, their
brood nests and stores, and to ensure that “winter
bees” are being raised.

- Particular attention is to be given to the health
status of the colonies, and to the condition of the
queens.

- Some equalization of the stores.

- As a result, some hive combinations may still be
necessary. In this regard, | intend to winter several
two-queen colonies this year again, albeit with a
few modifications to the way they were setup last
fall. Note that although the results were very
encouraging last year, | am not ready to
recommend this procedure, which is still
experimental.

- As the brood and store chambers are being

organized, | like to place the bees on clean,
scorched screened hive bottoms, and into clean
equipment.

- Placement of mouse guards where needed, and
reduction of the entrances.
At home:

- Scrape, scorch and store the equipment that has
been brought back from the apiaries.

- Cull old and misshapen combs.

- The super storage racks filled up early this year. It
seems that | may have to add another one.

| Learned About Beekeeping From This

Well, the problems | had in extraction started with trying
to clear bees from the medium super | was going to extract which
I had previously moved to the top of the hive. Unfortunately |
wasn't able to attend the meeting where extraction was
discussed. | thought that the Plastic Bee Escape would be the
answer and installed one in an inner cover, carefully made sure it
was installed and pointed properly, and placed the modified
cover under the super. 24 hours later when | came to remove
the super it still had lots of bees in it and, unfortunately, there
were probably 200 dead bees on top of the inner cover under the
super. | forgot to leave instructions with the bees on how to use
the Plastic Bee Escape and they couldn't figure out on their own
how to use it -- bummer. Since the weather wasn't hot | was a
little surprised by the death toll. | decided to use a leaf blower to
blow out the rest of the survivors, which worked fine.

The rest of the process worked reasonably OK except |
left propolis and honey on all the doorknobs between my shop
and house which my wife didn't appreciate. | hear plaintive cries
from the other room. | think she may still be stuck to a doorknob.
I'm hoping that next year I'll have two hives and can extract at
least 40 Ibs of honey to make it worth the cleanup required.

Fortunately | attended the meeting where you showed
us how to capture and separate the wax and honey from the
cutoff cappings. I've got that process underway right now and it
doesn't seem that it will be nearly as messy, although I'm
certainly capable of making a mess of it.

Editor’s Note: Jack kindly allowed me to share his first
extraction adventure. Hopefully he will have a smoother
time next honey season!

A Beekeeper!s Observation About His Bees

Recipes for October

Banana, Honey and Cardamom Ice Cream

Recipe from Beringer Vineyards Executive Chef David Frakes
Prep time: 10 minutes. Cook time: 10 minutes. Stand time: 15
minutes. Chill time: at least 1 hour. Freeze time: several hours.
1-% Tbsp cardamom pods

1 C. heavy cream

1 C. whole milk

Y2 of a vanilla bean

3 ripe bananas, peeled and sliced into 1-inch pieces

8 egg yolks

Y2 C. sugar

1/3 C. honey

1 (7 0z.) container créme fraiche

Place cardamom pods in a large skillet over medium heat. Stir
frequently for about 5 minutes or until pods are lightly toasted.
Place on a cutting board and crush lightly with a rolling pin; set
aside. Combine cream, milk, vanilla bean and cardamom pods in
a heavy saucepan and bring to a boil over medium-high heat. Ad
banana slices; remove from heat and cover. Let sit for 15

minutes. Strain mixture through a sieve and set aside.
Place egg yolks, sugar and honey in the bowl of an
electric mixer and beat on medium-high speed for about
3 minutes or until light in color and slightly foamy. Add
créeme fraiche and beat until well mixed. Sir in strained
mixture and chill for at least one hour. Transfer to the
bowl of an ice cream maker and freeze according to
manufacturer’s instructions.

Makes 1 quart.

Honey Tea Buns
From Edmonds Cookery Book, New Zealand

3 C. flour

4 tps. baking powder ¥z tsp. salt

1 tsp. ground ginger

1 Tbsp. butter

1 egg, beaten

2 Tbsp. honey

1 tsp. grated orange rind.

1to 1 % C. milk

extra milk to glaze

sugar

cinnamon

Sift flour, baking powder, salt and ginger into a bowl. Cut
butter through until it resembles fine breadcrumbs. Add
egg, honey and orange rind. Add sufficient milk to mix to
a smooth, firm dough. On a lightly floured surface roll
out dough to 1 inch thickness. Cut into rounds using a 2-
inch cutter. Place on a greased oven tray. Brush tops
with milk. Sprinkle with sugar and cinnamon. Bake at
400° F for 15 minutes or until pale golden.
